Discussion of practice times:

AEIS gym has been requested for Wed and Fri from 4:30 – 6:30 for indoor soccer (futsal) for the rest of the year (pending confirmation by the administration). If confirmed we will start practice at AEIS on Friday October 3rd.
Coach Roberto has reserved the Kadena Dome for this Friday, Sept 19, from 5-7pm. Only 5 members present could commit to practice on Friday nights so we will meet in front of school at 4:30 Friday so that we can take the school van over to the gym. If anyone else wants to participate they need to contact Mr. or Mrs. Chirichetti, the club sponsors, in advance. The club is buying instructional time from coach Roberto. The fee is $75 for the first month and $50 per month after that per student. There are 16 spaces available for participants. We will commit to buy 5 spaces for now and increase our expenditures for this training as more people ave the time to commit to this. The spaces are interchangeable so if one person can not make it on one Friday, their spot can be taken by someone else in the club. Everyone who accepts a training spot is also expected to fundraise during club fundraising events. The rules for the use of the Japanese gyms means that we need to wear uniforms (to be provided by Coach Roberto) and indoor shoes. You need to bring two pairs of indoor shoes since the Japanese want to keep their indoor field clean like their houses. If you walk into the gym in street shoes, you must change out of these into clean indoor shoes, so remember to bring two pair of shoes on indoor practice days. We hope that after the fall sports season that more members will have Friday nights available to take advantage of this practice and training opportunity.
